
2 Chronicles 14:11-12  Then Asa cried out to the LORD his God, "O LORD, no one but 

you can help the powerless against the mighty! Help us, O LORD our God, for we trust in 

you alone. It is in your name that we have come against this vast horde. O LORD, you 

are our God; do not let mere men prevail against you!" [12] So the LORD defeated the 

Ethiopians in the presence of Asa and the army of Judah, and the enemy fled. (NLT)  

 

****Asa was a good king.  He had tried to obey and serve the Lord Faithfully.  He had a 

large army of 580 thousand valiant men.  However, an enemy army of a million men and 

chariots advanced against them.  Asa did what he should have.  He Cried out to God for 

HELP.  His prayer is very simple and to the point.  Lord we don’t have the POWER to 

win HELP.  He acknowledged that without God’s power they were Lost.  He asked God 

to be God and to fight for His people.  God answered and the enemy ran.  Verse 12 says 

“the LORD defeated the Ethiopians...” They asked God to step in He did and they 

recognized that GOD won the victory.   

 

PRAYER: Lord God, help me to remember that no matter what the opposition seems 

like YOU are Victorious.  Help me to always to remember that I never have to battle 

alone!
