Imputation of Christ’'s Righteousness is the
other part of Justification



Justification is a declaration that the

believer has a righteousness which
perfectly and forever satisfies the Law -

it is the Righteousness of Christ
which is IMPUTED or Credited to the
believer by God Himself. extons
