Let your favor shine on your servant. In your 
unfailing love, rescue me. 17 Don’t let me be 
disgraced, O LORD, for I call out to you for 
help. Let the wicked be disgraced; let them 

lie silent in the grave.

Lament encourages us to talk to God

about our struggles SO THAT 

we can Reaffirm our TRUST in Him. 

Simply stated, Lament is a prayer 

IN pain that leads to TRUST.
