Goliath walked out toward David with his shield 
bearer ahead of him, sneering in contempt 

...Am I a dog,” he roared at David, “that you 
come at me with a stick?”

...“Come over here, and I’ll give your flesh to the 
birds and wild animals!”



1 Samuel 17:45 (NLT)
David replied to the Philistine, “You come to me 

with sword, spear, and javelin, but I come to 
you in the NAME of the LORD of Heaven’s 

Armies - the God of the armies of Israel, whom 
you have defied. 



1 Samuel 17:46 (NLT)

Today the LORD will conquer you, and I will kill 
you and cut off your head. And then I will give the 

dead bodies of your men to the birds and wild 
animals, and the whole world will know that there 

is a God in Israel! 



1 Samuel 17:47 (NLT)

And everyone assembled here will know that 
the LORD rescues his people, but not with 
sword and spear. This is the LORD’s battle, 

and he will give you to us!”

Saul- Full of FEAR hid from Goliath for 40 days

...For we have no power to face this 

VAST ARMY that is attacking us.

We do NOT KNOW what to do,

but our EYES are upon YOU." 



When we call out to God -
