Luke 2:25–26 (NLT)

Luke 2:27–28 (NLT)
27 That day the Spirit led him to the Temple. 
So when Mary and Joseph came to present 

the baby Jesus to the Lord as the law 
required, 28 Simeon was there. He took the 
child in his arms and praised God, saying,

29 “Sovereign Lord, now let your servant die in

people. 32 He is a light to reveal God to the nations, 
and he is the glory of your people Israel!”

18 Everyone who falls on that stone will be broken to 
pieces, but he on whom it falls will be crushed.
